	Materials Needed
	· Textbook

· 3-ring binder

· Section organizers for binder (suggested)

· Pencil case (zippered case that fits in a 3-ring binder is best)

· Scientific calculator (graphing calculator is helpful but not required)

· Ruler and colored pencils (optional)

	When You Enter Class
	· Put cell phones, etc., away

· Get out materials; backpack and purses under the desk

· Work on warm-up problems if posted on the board

	Typical Format of Class
	1. Warm-up problems if posted
2. Check and go over homework; hand in

3. Lesson

4. Practice/Exit Ticket

	Homework
	· Usually assigned every day

· When checking in class, you may correct your answers as we are going over it

· Handed in for credit (5 points each)

	Format for Homework
	· Start a new page for each assignment

· Put your name in top right corner

· Write “Sect. 1.1” (for example) directly below name

· You may also write page number and problems numbers at the top if you wish
· Many assignments may be worksheets instead of book assignments

	Tardies
	· You MUST be in the room when the bell rings and the door is closed.  If you try to come in after that (even if you’ve previously dropped off your books), it will count as a tardy.  
· After 5 tardies you be sent to the SRC

	Bathroom
	· You need to go to the bathroom before class starts if at all possible.  You MUST be in the room by the time the bell rings, or it will count as a tardy.  

· You will be given 4 bathroom bucks per semester.  You must turn one in when you use it. 
· You will get an additional bathroom buck for every 80% or higher that you receive on a test or exam.

· Any unused bathroom bucks can be turned in at the end of the semester for up to 5 points on a homework assignment.  This is basically a free homework assignment.

	Cell Phones/ Electronic Devices
	· There are NO cell phones/electronic devices allowed in this classroom.  You MUST put them away and keep them put away throughout the class period.

· If I see one in any way, I will ask for it and put it in my Cell Phone Jail (a locked drawer) for the remainder of the day.

· You may pick it up at the end of the school day.

· If you refuse to give me your phone, etc., you will be asked to go to the SRC.
