Dear Parents of Algebra II (two year course – 2nd year) Students,

I am looking forward to having your child as a student in our two year Algebra II course.  As we begin the year, there are some items I would like you to be aware of.

Learning Target

The Algebra II course will follow the Michigan Mathematics Standards with emphasis on Standard A2 – Algebra and Functions, Standard A2 – Foundations and Applications of Functions, and Standard A3- Families of Functions .

Supplies needed

3-ring binder (practice problems should be done on loose leaf paper)


Section dividers are strongly encouraged 


TI – 84, TI – 83 graphing calculator preferred, at least a scientific calculator is required

Electronic Devices

The only electronic device expected to be used or visible in the classroom is a calculator. All other devices should be turned off and placed out of sight before the beginning of class.
Text and Online Resources
All students will be supplied with a copy of the Prentice Hall Algebra 2 text. They may also access the text and additional help online at pearsonsuccessnet.com.  All three levels (Algebra 1, Geometry, Algebra 2) are available at this site.  Log in with username: Northview200 and password: wildcat1
Many class materials, such as schedules, will be available on my website sbrushmath.weebly.com.
Practice
Your student will have an assignment most class periods.  A syllabus of assignments and tests will be provided to them. Students are responsible for assignments regardless of attendance.  Please encourage your child to do each problem on every assignment and to show all steps he/she took to get the answer.

Grading
· As a non-unit based course each semester will have one final cumulative exam.
· Students will have one opportunity each semester to retake a chapter test.
· The student must go through a review process set forth by the teacher in order to re-take a chapter test.
· The retake must be completed within two weeks of the test date. All retakes must be completed before the exam date.
· The retake score for a given test will be recorded as the score. (This is different than what is in the planner.)
